DO YOU WANT A HEBREW NAME?  
 

    Whatôs in a name? Jewish and Hebrew names are 
not only a reflection of who we are, but are also a  
statement of who we would like to be.  Unfortunately, 
there are many in our community who either were not 
given a  Hebrew name or have forgotten theirs. 
    On Saturday, January 9, we will begin reading the 
book of Exodus.  The Hebrew name for this Torah           
portion is Shemot, which translated means ñnamesò. 
During the morning service at 10:30 am, we will               
be having a special naming service for anyone who 
would like a  Jewish name-no matter what your age.  
A certificate will be given to each person and the 
name will be recorded for posterity in our Temple re-
cords. 
    If you are interested in receiving a Hebrew name 
for yourself or your child, please contact Rabbi             
Guttman or Rabbi Koren by Wednesday, January 7 
to choose your name. 
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    Jewish prayer rituals serve to 
reinforce a sense of community, 
and Jewish music, which fosters 
celebration and remembrance, 
can do the same.  As such, it  
relies on community participation 
for its survival.  
    In 1997 three Temple Emanuel 
members who played string            

instruments and shared a common interest in traditional 
Jewish folk music began getting together on Sunday 
mornings. What emerged was the Sinai Mountain           
Ramblers whose performances now include liturgical, 
Israeli, folk, and contemporary music with a special fo-
cus on traditional tunes from Eastern Europe. Today the 
group includes six musicians: Gary Silverstein 
(mandolin), Kurt Lauenstein (cello), Rich Lerner (guitar 
and percussion), Paul Fribush (clarinet and tsimbol), 
Steve Taub (keyboards, melodica and banana base) 
and Pete Campbell (base viol). Whether for yontif, Sim-
chat Torah, weddings, bar/bat mitzvahs, or fund-raising, 
the Sinai Mountain Ramblers provide a musical element 
that makes the Jewish  experience complete. I want to 
begin the new calendar year by thanking them for their 
dedication and wonderful service to the Temple 
Emanuel community! 

Speaking of community, what do you think is one of 
the greatest gifts technology has given to our                
community? If you guessed the World Wide Web you 
are right! Websites are an indispensable means of             
communicating and TE has eagerly embraced this   
technology. To make our website work even better, I am 
establishing a website committee to work with the TE 
staff to provide both content and proof-reading                   
assistance. Gene Baruch has agreed to serve on this  
committee, and others with skills in this area are needed 
to help him.  
Thatôs not the only committee taking shape. Our last 

fund-raiser for this fiscal year will be the Spring                 
Fundraiser on April 17, 2010. We are very happy to  
report that Linda Sloan and Erica Procton have agreed 
to be the co-chairs this year.  This event promises to be 
exciting, fun, and productive, and I hope you will                  
consider being part of the effort.

International Civil Rights Museum 
will be dedicated here in               
Greensboro, marking the fiftieth            
anniversary of the beginning of the 
sit-in movement. Four students from 
North Carolina A&T sat at the             
Woolworthôs lunch counter to               
demand their right to be served a 
cup of coffee.  While ñsit-insò occurred in many other 
cities, it all began here with those four courageous A&T 
students! 
    Ten years ago, I was privileged to co-chair, along 
with Claudette Burroughs White (Of Blessed Memory), 
the commemoration of the fortieth anniversary of this 
seminal event in the history of our city.  At that time, the 
museumôs completion seemed like a far away dream 
but it was my hope that it would bring many tourists to 
Greensboro and facilitate an economic  revival for our 
downtown. More importantly, my vision included school 
children visiting the museum to learn about the terrible 
toll that bias, bigotry and racism take upon society. 
Since that time, downtown Greensboro has undergone 
a revival which the new museum will greatly enhance. 
    Two weeks prior to the opening of the museum, we 
will hold our fourteenth annual MLK Shabbat service to 
commemorate the warmth and greatness of the                 
Reverend Martin Luther King (Of Blessed Memory). 
This year, we will also focus on the legacy of the ñfour 
who sat inò in order that ñothers could stand!ò  Dr. Frank-
lin McCain, one of the three surviving participants, will 
speak at our MLK service and I encourage you to come 
hear this American hero, and to bring your children to 
see him. For most of our children, this part of American 
history is as far away as the biblical story of Abraham 
and Sarah. Hopefully, our program and the new                 
International Civil Rights museum will help strengthen 
the local coalition between African Americans and Jews 
that has existed since the Civil Rights movement. 
    In addition, we will have as our guest a wonderful          
Israeli composer from Los Angeles, Sharon Farber.  
Farber has composed music for symphonies,                 
television and film.  Her music has been presented at 
the very prestigious Disney Theater in Los Angeles, and 
she was commissioned to compose a work in memory 
of Daniel Pearl.  Farber will direct a joint choir from St. 
James Presbyterian Church, Westminster Presbyterian 
Church and Temple Emanuel in two pieces written              
especially for this event.  
    I urge you to attend this service, to learn from a              
special commemorative exhibit in the lobby, and to             
encourage others from the community to attend this 
meaningful and educational evening.
